am happy to report that the July 4 ! fundraising tournament was a big
success. The tournament grossed $10,383.50 in revenue which al-

lowed us to repair most of the flood damage experienced in May with-

out constraining our normal course maintenance budget. We appreci-
ate everyoneos
which we hosted July 17th & 19th was also a well received event at-
tracting 67 teams. The many festivities offered by the Club that week-
end were enjoyed by all involved with the Mitchell boys, Sterlyn and
Kirk, taking home the Championship trophy. The Tournament and
Social Committees worked very hard in planning this event, and de-
serve a large thank you from all of us.

We currently have 333 members. As we enter the last quarter of our
fiscal year, we would like to do everything possible to recruit new
members and try to get former members to rejoin. As you probably
know, for several years there has been a $500 reinstatement fee if
someone rejoins the Club. This was put in place to try to prevent res-
ignations in the winter and rejoining in the spring. The current Board
feels this is an important policy. However, in an effort to help get
former members to rejoin, the Board has voted to temporarily waive
this fee for any former member who decides to rejoin before the new
fiscal year begins October 1st. Therefore, we urge you to please pass
the word around and talk to former members and ask them to rejoin.

If former members rejoin before September 30, 2009, they can do so
without having to pay any reinstatement fee. Once the new fiscal
year begins, the reinstatement fees will have to be paid. Also, to help
recruit new members, any current member who sponsors a new mem-
ber will receive one monthds free
current member sponsors. A new member is someone who has not
previously been a member at Oakwoods. This policy will also be in

effect through September 30, 2009.

We are hopeful these measures will get some of our former members
back and help add new members. | hope you continue to have a
great summer and | will see you at the Club.

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Policies and Procedures of Note

Indebtedness to the Club

All financial obligations to the Club must be paid within thirty (30) days of the due date. Lists of such debtors

after thirty (30) days shall be posted and the names turned over to the Board of Governors for action. After

this date, such members shall be denied the privilege of the Club: and, on the first of the succeeding month,

notice shall again be given such delinquent members if dues are still unpaid; if dues have not been paid ten
(10) days after the second notice has been sent, a $25 late fee will be added on.

On the 30 ™ day of this second month, if dues and late fees are still unpaid, the secretary shall automatically
drop the names of such delinquents form the club enroliment.

Reinstatement Fee

Members requesting reinstatement from leaves of absences, suspensions, expulsions, or resignations shall pay

all cumulative past dues and fees in arrears as a condition of such reinstatement if the period of absence was

less than one full year from the date of action creating the absence. If such period was for more than one full

year, the member shall be required to pay a one -time, $500 reinstatement fee in lieu of cumulative past dues
and fees in arrears.
